Sewardship

Our income continues to be 18.6% over last year at the end of September. All bills, including our
apportionment to Conference, are paid through the month of September. Our total income YTD is
$154,099.32 or approximately 70% of our proposed budget for 2010. That said, our expenses through
September are $6,602.85 above our income. We are concerned about payment of $1,000 each to the Russia
Initiative and PATH, our mission lineitems. Please consider this as you complete your 2010 giving to SUMC.

The Stewardship Committee is working on the 2011 budget. Under the direction of Daniel’s Dream Team we
are working on a unified budget. In the past the Property & Building (Trustees) fund has paid for numerous
items for the general expenses of the church. Some of those items include our property insurance, Pastor’s
housing allowance, copier maintenance, organ and piano tuning, maintenance of the boiler and air condition-
ing, borough fees, snowplowing and exterminator. We are hoping to incorporate those fees into the budget so
that we have a true sense, through the general fund, the costs to operate the church. Thiswill mean at least an
additional $4,000 per month to be added to the general fund. We will be working with the Property & Build-
ing Committee to fund these increases but will also need a commitment from our congregation to support our
church.

The Stewardship Committee thanks those who have returned a pledge card assisting us with the budget plan-
ning. If you have not submitted a pledge card please consider doing so asit will give us atruer sense of in-
come as we prepare the budget. Extra pledge cards are available through the church office. We also ask for
your prayers for our Church, and our committee as we prepare the budget for 2011.
