A note from the Pastor - April 3, 2026

"By this everyone will know
that you are my disciples: if
you have love for one
another.” John 13:35.

As you read this on Friday,
we will have already met and
worshipped on Maundy
Thursday. We would have
gathered with Jesus in the
Upper Room. The Passover
Feast would have shifted
into the institution of the
Sacrament of Holy
Communion as we heard
Jesus say, "Do this in
remembrance of me." We
would have heard the
conversation around the table as Jesus indicates that Judas will betray

him. We would have moved with Jesus to the Mount of Olives, where he
prayed for the cup of suffering to pass from him, adding, "Not my will, but thine
will be done."” We would have observed the disciples falling asleep time after
time. They had been up for hours, and the exhaustion was understandable. We
will have the additional insight that there are still more hours to this epic and
unrelenting holy week. We would have heard of the trials overnight and of the
trips to the house of Ananias and Caiaphas. We would have heard of the
actions and inactions of Pilate as well as the substitution of Barabbas.

By the time you read this, our community would have gathered to walk the
cross together across town. Beginning at St. John's Lutheran and weaving
through town, we would have read the stations of the cross including Elisabeth
and Zechariah, Zaccheaus and James. With umbrellas and strollers, sneakers
and microphones, people would have shared the story of Jesus as he heads to
the cross. As disciples of Jesus, we will have joined with others to share the
love we have for Jesus and our commitment to walk with him through the pain
of this day, as Jesus walks with us through the rough parts of all our days.
